Articolele 1n engleza trebuie sa fie redactat de colabora-
torii catedrei de limbi straine a USMF ,,N.Testemitanu” cu
semnatura acestora.Daca in articol sunt prezentate date des-
pre rezultatele cercetarilor efectuate pe oameni sau animale,
este necesar ca in scrisoarea de insotire sa se indice, cd au
fost respectate regulile de rigoare in privinta experientelor
efectuate pe animale cu prezentarea concluziei centrului de
Etica, sau a fost obtinut acordul pacientilor si permisiunea
administratiei institutiei. In caz de aparitie a conflictului de
interese, despre aceasta vor fi informati toti autorii si co-
legiul de redactie al revistei.

INSTRUCTIONS FOR AUTHORS

Articles for publications are accepted in 2 languages —
Romanian and English (preferably) or Russian and English.
All articles are submitted to 2 independent experts to be re-
viewed. Articles in English must be edited by the employees
from the Department of Foreign Languages from Medical
University “N. Testemitanu” with their signatures.

If the article presents data on results of research conduct-
ed on humans or animals, it is necessary that the cover letter
indicates that the rigorous rules have been complied with
experiments conducted on animals by presenting conclu-
sions of the Ethics Committee or the permission of patients
and facility’s administration has been obtained. In case of
conflict of interest, all the authors and the editorship board
of the journal will be informed about that. If the conflict is
confirmed, interested persons are excluded from the assess-
ment process of the article and a new expert is appointed.

Manuscripts for the “Bulletin of Perinatology” journal
will be presented in the following way:

1. Article shall be accompanied by a cover letter on
behalf of the author responsible for the correspondence
with a signature of the head of the facility where the activity
was performed, confirmed by a round stamp. The letter will
confirm that all authors agree with the content of the article
and that the article has not been published previously.

2. Articles shall be submitted in A4 format, Times New
Roman 14, Microsoft Word with 1,5 interval and 2 cm bor-
ders.

3. The first page of the manuscript should include the
title, authors’ name, telephone and fax number of the prime
author or of the person responsible for the manuscript.

- Tables and figures should be listed and accompanied
by a legend. Color figures will be published from the au-
thor’s sources. In other cases it is necessary to present ta-
bles, charts/graphs and black and white images.

4. No more than 5-6 authors to an article are allowed.

5. Authors are responsible for what they have published
under their signature.
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6. The manuscript’s volume: original investigations
description should not exceed 8 typed pages, information
casuistry - 3 pages, reviews - 2 pages, literature summaries
and articles in the “to help the doctor-practitioner” compart-
ment - 12 pages. Editorship reserves the right to shorten
articles.

7. Original articles will cover the following chapters
and subtitles:

- a brief summary in English (to not exceed 350 sym-
bols, not less): - introduction to be brief and to guide the
reader in terms of topicality and objectives of the investiga-
tion. It will include references to the key works without a
detailed literature summary;

- the “Materials and methods of investigation” compart-
ment to present principles of material selection and charac-
teristics, methods used, including statistical ones. Investiga-
tive methods to be brief, but sufficiently clear displayed;

- the “Investigation results” compartment to include the
obtained scientific data, in case of some tables and figures
(which are to be presented at a strict necessity), their repeated
description to be excluded from the text of the manuscript,
comparisons with the works of other authors is not allowed in
this compartment;

- the “Discussion” compartment to include own data
that will be compared with analogous data from the litera-
ture. Also here, the originality of the investigation, the pres-
ence of new theses etc should be highlighted. Abstracts to
be sufficiently motivated;

- the “Conclusions” compartment to include brief and
concrete information on the results of the investigation con-
ducted by the author.

8. Articles presented under “Lessons” compartment
must contain the latest evidence-based information on the
topic elucidated, including etiology and pathogenesis as-
pects, as well as those on clinics, treatment and prevention.
They will introduce the reader to modern medical science
achievements. When a classification is included out of sev-



eral, a precision which one is considered the most acceptable
and why to be done. At exposure of medication treatment
methods it is not allowed to recommend polypharmacy. At
the end of the lesson, some generalizations and indications
for practical application to be done. Lectures can be pub-
lished only by professors and associated professors.

9. Text and related to the article material to be present-
ed on CD and printed out in 2 exemplars. The article to
be thoroughly checked; citations to be copyrighted by the
author on the manuscript’s field, in mathematical formulas
constituent elements to be clearly marked: Greek letters in
red, upper and lower indices, upper (M) and lower case (m),
numbers and letters similar at writing (O - letter, 0 - digit).
Dosage of medicine remedies to be copyrighted by the au-
thor of the manuscript. Texts with references to figure or
table to be indicated by marginal notes.

10. Tables (printed on separate sheets in 2 copies) to in-
sert only data strictly needed, representing generalized data
and statistically processed. Each table should be numbered
and titled. Column headings to be listed according to their
content, numbers and units of measurement to correspond
to the text. Presenting the same material as table and draw-
ing is not allowed.

11. Article to be accompanied by a summary in Eng-
lish and Russian, if the article is done in Romanian, and
in Romanian and Russian if it is done in English, to have
a volume of 250-300 words, to be informative and to ren-
der a complete presentation of the article. This summary
should include: the article’s title, topicality, material and
methods, results, conclusions, keywords. With this sum-
mary the article starts after the title of the article in original
language.

Summary in Romanian or Russian (depending on the
language the article is published) in short form up to 300
words after the English summary.

12. Article shall have attached the list of literature, typed
on a separate page with double interval between rows; the
author’s name and the dates of the article’s publication to
be indicated.

The list of literature to include works of literature pub-
lished in the last 5-7 years. Only in exceptional cases refer-
ences to earlier works are admitted. It is recommended to
cite 10-15 sources maximum.

The author is responsible for the accuracy of the data in-
serted in the list. The list of literature to be organized alpha-
betically. References to several works of the same author to
be indicated crescendo according to the year of publication
in the article written by a team of 2-4 authors, to be given
names of all authors, they being listed in alphabetical order
after the first author’s name.

Article written by a team of 4 authors and more to be
placed in the list of literature after the first author’s name,
to be listed 2 more authors followed by the mention “et al”.

For journals, to specify: abbreviated title of the journal,
year, volume (tome), number, pages.

For books, to specify: title, place and the year of publi-
cation, page.

13. If the manuscript is returned to the author for revi-
sion, modification or shortening, the author will present the
new and the original versions of the manuscript.

14. Proofreading is not sent to authors.

15. Articles breaching the described rules will not be
registered and examined.

16. Editorship is not responsible for the veracity of the
published materials.
